Total costs of fundraising as a percentage (ratio) of gross income from fundraising was 7.2%
($0.96m : $13.43m).

Net surplus from fundraising as a percentage (ratio) of gross income from fundraising was 92.8%
($12.47m : $13.43m)

Total cost of nature conservation services (including capital expenditure) as a percentage (ratio)
of total expenditure was 91.2% ($18.67m : $20.45m).

Total cost of nature conservation services (including capital expenditure) as a percentage (ratio)
of total income was 116.4% ($18.67m : $16.04m).
